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The Center for Community Transitions (formerly ECO, Inc.) has been part of the community solution to crime in Mecklenburg County for 35 years. Every day people come to our organization to rebuild their lives and families while dealing with job and financial difficulties that result from incarceration. 


Research shows that offenders who maintain relationships with family while incarcerated, who become employed soon after release, and who successfully reintegrate with families after release are less likely to return to prison. The Center for Community Transitions offers a continuum of services that are available from the time a person is considered for sentence to jail, prison, or an alternative, continuing throughout the sentence, focusing on successful reentry upon release from incarceration, and continuing long-term with post-employment job and family counseling. Our continuum of services is built around the following three programs:

Family Ties Program:


Contact Visit Support	To greet children & families at Mecklenburg County Jails for special visits w/parents who are incarcerated! Volunteer will hand out gift bags to the kids & direct families as they enter facility.





Gift Bag Donations	To donate gift bags & items to place in gift bags for children ages 0-15yrs. These bags are passed out to children at several of our programs. You would also put the bags and items together!


E-KWIP Program: 


Set-up Volunteers	To assist in setting up Tuesday night groups at the main offices for Family Groups. Meetings will include children, parents, and caregivers. (Meets the 3rd Tuesday of every month)





Food & Drink Donations	Donate & help prepare meals & drinks for the above group once a month. (Meets the 3rd Tuesday of every month)





Support 	One day a week for 8 weeks assist Family Program Director put together materials and assist facilitation of group curriculum classrooms to support children who have parents incarcerated.

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Center for Women:


This program is to help women near the end of their state prison sentence to make a successful transition from prison to the community.  It is a 20-bed work release facility for female offenders assigned to the NC Department of Corrections who are within 3 years of a release date. 





The Center for Women offers employment and family support opportunities proven to reduce recidivism such as encouraging educational opportunities, creating a community support system, providing opportunities to grow spiritually, and assisting with issues of transition back into the family -- especially important for women who are more likely to serve their sentences farther away from their families than men. Sixty-seven percent of women in state prisons are mothers of children under 18 who are more likely to be living with a grandparent or be in social services custody than children of fathers in prison. �


LifeWorks!


This program offers: Employment Readiness Workshops, Employment Search, Case Management, Referrals to Community Partners, Career Development & Job Retention, as well as Life Skills & Critical Thinking.





Families Doing Time


This program is designed to restore the relationships between people with criminal records, their families and our community to reduce recidivism and break the cycle of intergenerational criminal behavior. It includes the several programs designed to help not only the inmates but their children and families in coping with a parent, spouse or child who is or has been incarcerated.
